Creepy Crawlies





Now that the warmer weather is here, it’s time to restart heartworm & flea and tick preventatives. Make sure your dog is heartworm tested negative prior to giving the heartworm medication. The heartworm preventative Interceptor contains dewormers and should be given year-round to prevent worms. There are rebates from the companies that reward you for keeping your pet on the preventative year-round.  Please ask our front desk staff for details! You should still be using flea/tick preventatives until we have a few good frosts to kill the fleas and ticks outside.





For heartworm preventative we recommend Interceptor.





For flea and tick control we recommend the following:


�   oFor dogs: Frontline Plus, or Advantix


�   oFor cats: Advantage Multi or Frontline    Plus


-remember, never use products labeled     for dogs on your cat; they can have toxic side effects.

It’s inevitable… keep this handy!





Ingredients:


1 quart Hydrogen Peroxide


¼ cup Baking Soda


1 teaspoon liquid dish soap





Combine all ingredients and lather animal’s coat well with mixture allowing to stand for 10-15 minutes.  Do NOT allow animal to ingest/lick mixture while on coat and avoid eye contact.  Rinse with warm water and repeat if necessary.
